Here’s my part: FBO business in general slightly behind last year’s numbers. Jet-A seems OK so far, Avgas is 11.5% off compared to last year.

The self-serve move developed an unexpected twist. Chris had orders to move the self-serve and everything was coming along just fine until I asked him if he had notified the State. Apparently Bill McKown had told Chris this was not needed since we’re using the same tank and setup. This is not correct, the old site has to be officially shut down and declared clean by the state and the new site must be approved before use, along with all sorts of tank inspections and tests. Chris contacted the state and not only is notification required, the regulations have changed since 3 years ago when the present setup was approved. New regulations require the tank and dispenser to be separated by a minimum of 50 ft. Presently they are combined on one skid. There may be some relief on that regulation if the local fire department signs off on it. The fire department has been out to look at it but they are lost on the subject and supposedly they’re talking to the state petroleum inspector for guidance. Hopefully this will be resolved so that the pump can be moved as planned, a lot of money has been spent already. If separation of the tank and dispenser will be required then this project will need to stopped until the new manager is in place.
